August 7-8-9-10, 2008
Personal gear should be limited to the basics; downsized wherever possible to save space and weight(air mattress, pillow… can be left behind) and must fit in one medium-large drybag (tent, ground cloth, and other shared gear will be packed separately).  Clothing should be nylon or synthetic quick-drying – poly propylene (not cotton).
REQUIRED

· (3) tee-shirts (preferably synthetic quick-drying)

· (1) long sleeve shirt (preferably synthetic quick-drying)

· (1) long pants (preferably synthetic quick-drying)

· (2) shorts (preferably synthetic quick-drying, mesh-lined shorts, not heavy denim)

· (1) swimsuit (unless using “sport” or “river” shorts)

· (3) underwear (more or less, depending on type of shorts)

· (1) towel

· (1) sweatshirt or lightweight fleece jacket/pullover

· rain coat & pants, or poncho
· hat or cap (wide brim)

· (1) pair water footwear (sport sandals or aqua shoes)

· (1) pair lightweight hiking/trail shoes

· (2) pairs socks – Wool hiking/sport socks (not cotton)
· resealable plastic bags, various sizes (Ziploc or equivalent)

· water bottle (full)

· (3) gallons water; or h20 filter, iodine/chlorine tablets
· toiletries: tooth brush/paste, biodegradable soap, toilet paper & trowel

· prescription medications

· sunscreen & lip balm

· insect repellent (10-30% DEET)

· plate, bowl, insulated cup & knife/fork/spoon-spork
· 25’ parachute cord

· (4) plastic trash bags

· emergency whistle

· first-aid kit

· headlamp, flashlight & spare batteries

· sleeping bag

· sleeping sock (fleece liner) recommended –smaller, lighter
· sleeping pad (eliminate to save weight)
· pillow (compressible) (eliminate to save weight, use balled up coat…))
· tent (shared)

· tent footprint (shared)

· canoe (min. 16-foot length)

· (2) paddles & (1) spare (per canoe)

· (2) PFD’s (per canoe)

· 25’ “painter” (bow rope)

· bailer (can be made from 1-gallon plastic water jug)

· sponge (large)

· drybags

OPTIONAL

· daypack (small) or fanny pack 

· knife or multi-tool

· chair or stool- 5gal bucket is substitute
· lantern & fuel

· water filter, water treatment chemical tablets/drops
· binoculars

· camera & film

· maps/charts in waterproof case

· compass

· watch

· weather radio

· GPS receiver

· canoe chair/backrest

· paddling gloves

· sunglasses

· fishing gear: pole & small tackle box

· reading materials: BSA / Fishing Merit Badge book

· games (cards, travel-size chess, checkers, etc.)

· campfire stories (encouraged for group nighttime entertainment)

· snacks (hard candy, nuts, jerky, Craisins, energy bars, etc.)

· seasonings (garlic salt, hot sauce, etc.)

· complete change of clothes for ride home (to stay in travel vehicle)
