What is Frisbee golf? : Frisbee golf is basically exactly what it sounds like, golf with a Frisbee. Instead of holes there are baskets that you have to get the frisbee into.

Rules: Longest no one throws their frisbee until everyone is caught up. NO ARGUING!!!! No Rough Housing At All especially near rocks!!!! If you’re frisbee goes in the water ask someone before you go get it. There will be a few teams that will be established when we arrive. No Cell Phones Or Other Electronics.         

What to look for:  Make sure that you look at where the map is of the next hole before you shoot. Make sure that all of your team is caught up with the farthest disk. Remember that it is only a game. There are some historic things about the course so watch out for them. Signs of wildlife.  

What to bring: Bring your frisbee. Extra frisbee incase it goes into the water or gets lost. You are going to want a heavy frisbee. They sell actual disks but they are ranged in price anywhere from about $4.00- $50.00. Dress appropriately it will be cold. Bring gloves and hat. Also it’s hunting season bright orange or yellow (if you were at the Ascutney trip you will be all set with hunter gear. We are right in the middle of the woods.). Bring Dutch oven deserts or meals at that point in a cooler. Try not to bring cans but if you do bring a can opener ( there should be one on your multi tool).   The troop will supply Dutch ovens and coal. Bring your scout book because there may be some advancement that pertains to what we are doing.  

Tournaments: There will be special events held such as the longest throw. The closest to the basket. Least throws to reach the basket. Most throws to reach the basket. Basket in 1. we may decide on more as we go along.
